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The organisation partnered with An Garda Síochána   
as The Garda College, Templemore, offered a superb 
venue for Supertalent Final 2011.  
Club members from all over Ireland took to the stage  
on May 14th to sing, dance & perform comedy routines 
and play instruments. The film making skills of hosts 
and hostesses were highlighted through films they 
made for the event. More than 650 young people and 
their adult  leaders attended.  
The judges spoke in glowing terms of those who      
performed and remarked upon the wide variety of    
performances throughout the day, they said it was  
wonderful to see the talent on display at the event       
and complimented the hosts and hostesses on their                                
“brilliant performances”.  

 

It was the biggest ever National Youth Awards. Over 
900 hosts and hostesses and 300 adult leaders 
from over 40 No Name Clubs around the country 
came together to celebrate all that is good about 
teenagers.  The Host and Hostess of the Year are 
deemed to have made outstanding contributions to 
their clubs, their local communities, and are reward-
ed for the skills they bring to wider society. Twelve 
teenage finalists went forward from the six regional 
finals to participate in Saturday’s event.  
The black-tie event on April 16th was once again 
held in the Lyrath Hotel in Kilkenny and saw Marty 
Waters of Ring of Hook No Name Club, County 
Wexford, named Host of the Year and Jemma 
Murhill of  Killarney No Name Club, County Kerry, 
Hostess of the Year. Marty and Jemma are added 
to a prestigious list of names who have taken the 
honours over the past 28 years.   
The night’s 12 finalists were of an extremely high 
standard and should all be very proud of them-
selves. Liz Howard, Chair of the judging panel said 
“they reflect the beauty and  uniqueness of young 
people”.

He has won 
five All-Irelands and eight Leinster Championships in Irish dancing and 
Under 12 and Under 10 Rackard League Football Medals. A Gaisce 
award winner, Marty’s been involved with the No Name Club for three 
years and this has seen him perform hip-hop and line dancing at public 
events and take part in concerts to fundraise for the local senior citizens 
day -care centre and the RNLI.  
Explaining how the No Name Club helps him, Marty said: “ It’s really 
great to help you get to know people and it  allows you improve your 
communications and leadership skills.” 
Speaking of the youth awards experience, Marty said: “It was a really 
great event because I made loads of friends from other clubs and I was 
delighted to bring the title back to Wexford. It’s something I’ll remember 
for a long time. “ 

Jemma Murhill enjoys music, socialising, gym, babysitting, horse riding and    
being a No Name Club member. Jemma has been a member of Killarney 
NNC for the past four years and has helped the club run discos, fundraise for 
local charities, prepare a wall for a town mural, and paint over graffiti in run-
down areas. She also helped organise a public road safety meeting in 
memory of teenage friends who died on the road. Outside the No Name 
Club, Jemma is a facilitator for the KYDS Saturday morning club for young 
kids and her love of horses has brought her to work in a vets. 
“While I always thought I was confident, it wasn’t until I joined the No Name 
Club that my confidence grew,” Jemma explains. “I was able to make new 
friends and mentor the younger   people in the club.  
Speaking after the awards, Jemma said she has always loved the occasion 
but this year was special not because she won, but because she knew she 
had the confidence for the stage interview and performance. “Bringing home 
the title of Hostess of the Year was my best experience to date,” she says. “I 
was like the local celebrity. My picture was in all the local newspapers, I 
spoke to the press and it was lovely to bring the trophy home and especially 
to show it to my Nana, who is my inspiration, and my Grandad.”   
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Congratulations to all in Gort No Name Club who 
raised almost €5,000 for charity after organising a 
fashion show that brought over 300 people togeth-
er. The event was held on Friday March 25th and 
brought people from the No Name Club, the Gort 
community and surrounding regions together to 
raise money for Croí. 
 

Aoife O’Shea, a No Name Club hostess whose fa-
ther passed away suddenly from a heart condition 
last October, organised the fundraiser with the as-
sistance   of Gort Club members.

Aoife said: “I’m delighted with how the show went 
and I’d like to thank everybody who helped make it 
the great event it was. This was a great project to 
work on and it will help Croí in its aim to deliver the 
highest levels of cardiovascular care to people in 
the West.” 
 

Trish Beakey, Club Secretary said: “The show was 
a huge success and brought the community of Gort 
and surrounding towns together for a very worthy, 
charitable cause.  I’d like to pay tribute to Aoife, 
Karen Moran and the No Name Club teenagers in 
particular for the outstanding work they did, the 
work of Aoife and her colleagues in here in Gort is 
in keeping with the positive attitude No Name Club 
encourages amongst our members.” 
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Donegal No Name Club recently took 
part in the national 'Shave or Dye' initi-
ative to raise money for the Irish Can-
cer Society.

David Cahill is Chairperson of Ballyjamesduff NNC. A 3rd 
level student at CIT, he heard of the organisation after    
putting forward the idea at college of providing young people 
in his community with activities.  David said teenagers have 
welcomed the No Name Club with open arms.                 
Ballyjamesduff recently travelled to Croke Park to cheer on 
Cavan’s Under-21 footballers in an All-Ireland final and   
David said of the organisation: “I believe it’s really great at 
bringing good community spirit to an area. Even though they 
don’t really realise it, the youth are generating that spirit 
through their involvement with their club.” 

 

Dundalk’s adult committee recently completed 
a ten 10km walk to raise money for the new 
club and secured a premises for weekly meet-
ings.  Chairman Niall Bailey says the No 
Name Club “is creating events and activities 
for our young people where there is not a lot 
for them and this is very important”. 

 

Nearby in Drogheda, ex hosts and hostesses 
came together to establish a club.  Chairman 
Darren O’Rourke says: “There is a real need for activities for 
teenagers in such a large area. We’re hoping over the Summer  
to get money together to do things with our young people and 
they will then go back to school next September, speak well of 
the club and it will grow from there.” 
 

Dunboyne Community Garda Cathal Walsh had previously seen 
the No Name Club in action and contacted us with a view to 
getting a club up and running. Niamh Reilly, the Club  Secre-
tary, attended the National Youth Awards with the club’s host-
esses. “There had been a good bit interest in the club but there 
has been so much since the girls have come back and they 
talked about how great a night  it was. It’s only  early days but 
I’ve seen the young people forming really good  friendships 
because of the No Name Club.” 

Kildare No Name Club  was established after adult committee 
members Sharon and Lisa spoke with some of the Newbridge 
and Kilcullen adult committee of their  experiences of the     
organisation. The ladies then spoke with the youth in Kildare 
town, who told them of the need for such a club. The club has 
since visited schools and local businesses and has received 
“very enthusiastic responses”, Sharon says. “There has always 
been negative views of young people in the town and clubs tend 
to be for one interest or another,” she explains. “The No Name 
Club is for all interests and this is positive for the community.” 

 

 In the Cork town of Midleton,  Denis Ring’s 
daughters had been   involved as hostesses in 
their local No Name Club.  When Sean Twomey 
training officer approached the community, 
Denis who is now the Club Chairman, became 
involved. “The No Name Club is an important 
community organisation for teenagers,”  Denis 
states. “There are lots of sporting organisations 
but the No Name Club is providing greater 

choice.  Also, parents can be  assured their 
teenagers are in a safe place enjoying          

themselves and that’s very important these days.” 
 

Fermoy club is still in its very early stages but the hope is it can 
grow over the Summer months and offer the local teenagers of 
the Cork community the choice and positivity the new clubs are 
bringing to other communities in the Cork area.

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Niamh Nestor believes the skills and 
confidence she developed as a host-
ess have been of great benefit to her 
as she studies at Froebel College of    
Education in Dublin. Asked if the role  
of host or hostess can help when you 
move onto third-level  education, 
Niamh says “It most definitely can”. 
“I’ve taken on a roll as entertainment 
officer  in our student union and the 
skills that I brought with me from the 
No Name Club mean I am not at all 
daunted when it comes to  organising 
events,” she explains. 

 “You meet people from various   
different backgrounds when you go 
to college and the social  skills and 
huge confidence you have           
developed  with No Name Club       
really stand to you.” 

The County Galway native advises 
students to get involved in volunteer-
ing as it provides a  much needed 
outlet away from  studies, and      
believes No Name Club is an ideal 
option.  “The young people involved 
are not much younger than you so 
you can relate to them and the 

clubs are very flexible 
in terms of the time       
and commitment,” she 
explains.  

Niamh is showcasing 
the  volunteering work 
she is doing with   the 
organisation through  
an exhibition that is 
travelling  to over 20 
higher education     
institutes across      
Ireland.  
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The Kerry club recently made a visit to 

the theatre to view a play that looked   

at life as a teenager today,  members 

of the club travelled to Siamsa Tíre,   

the National Folk Theatre and Arts 

Centre, to watch a performance of  

F*ck My Life. The play asks what it is 

like to be a teenager today and asks 

how you become a happy one. It    

questions what drives teenagers to  

profound sadness and casts an eye   

on the lives of 15 young Corkonians.  
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Ireland’s first Community Activity Zone -a No 
Name Club led  initiative - has been officially 
opened in  Belmullet, Co Mayo.  

 

Páirc Bheo is a physical and mental health activity  
zone that was brought about because of the initiative 
and endeavour of Erris No Name Club.  The outdoor 
amenity features an artificial grass facility that will be an 
interchangeable football pitch and basketball court, a 

tennis court, boccia court and a teenage activity area to  
include table football, table tennis, a skate trainer, 
Dutch disc and NEOS activity play structure. NEOS is 

an  electronic game for kids, teenagers and 
adults and tests their mind, balance, agility 
and stamina.   An outdoor gym, featuring 
bikes,   steppers, an abdominal workout area 
and stretching tower is also being provided 
along with a trim track, a mapped out track               
surrounding the facility that will allow locals run 
or walk in a safe environment. 
 

The activity zone was developed at the side of 
Belmullet Civic Centre and was officially 
opened on Friday, May 6th at an event that 
was attended by No Name representatives, 
club members, local authority officials and   
local community leaders.  
 

Edith Geraghty, Erris NNC Chairperson, said 
that  the development is a “magnificent 

achievement” for the club members and said it came 
about after they had identified the need for a health and 
fitness outlet within their community. “We expect it to 
deliver much  needed and valued physical and mental 
health benefits to generations of young people and 
adults for years to come.”  

2FM DJ Damien Farrelly was the guest of honour at the 
official launch of Kells No Name Club. The RTE presenter 
joined the club’s adult committee and hosts and hostess 
to celebrate the Meath Club at an event in Kells Resource 
Centre on March 22nd.  
The 2FM DJ is a Kells native and spoke about the       
excellent service the No Name Club is providing for teen-
agers in the Meath community and in towns across     
Ireland. He complimented all the teenagers and adults for 
their involvement in the club. Councillor Sarah Reilly, an 
adult member of Kells NNC, spoke of the role the club is 
fulfilling in the Meath  community. Food was served to all 
in attendance before a disco allowed the teenagers to 
party the night away.  
Kelly Madine, Kells NNC Chairperson, said it was a very 
successful night and the club looks forward to continuing 
to play a lead role in the community.

Speaking at the National Youth 
Awards, Mr Brett said he has no doubt 
the high visibility vests that clubs have  
distributed around the country have 
helped save lives over the past 12 
months. The No Name Club will work 
once again with the Road Safety    
Authority for the 2011/2012 year and 
run a number of  initiatives of interest 
to club members.  
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Saturday, May 28 th was an exciting 
day for the No Name Club as it was 
beamed into homes throughout the 
country.  
 

The organisation featured on Winning Streak and 
the work of the National Youth Organisation was  
highlighted on the show. Dungarvan, New Ross and 
Kilkenny No Name Club hosts and hostess and adult 
leaders gathered at The Drum Youth Centre in      
Kilkenny to be featured on the Saturday evening      
programme.   
Marian Treacy, a leader with Finglas No Name Club, 
explained to presenter Geri Maye the clubs are run 
by the young people and that the adult support helps 
them make the right lifestyle choices. 
Joe Shine, Dungarvan No Name Club host and Host 
of the Year 2010, described the organisation to Geri 
as “great fun” and spoke of the varying activities, 
saying you could be bowling one week, camping   
another, ice-skating another, or you could be        
preparing for or attending national events such as 
the  National Youth Awards or Supertalent. 
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It’s going to be a busy Summer for Balla No Name 
Club, who are working on a four point plan working 
within the community in the weeks ahead.  
The first aspect of the plan came together on Sunday, 
May 15th when the club staged a food and craft fair that 
brought local food producers and crafts people together 
to display their goods to the community.  
The club is also working to address the issue of road 
safety, and is lobbying Mayo County Council with a 
view to having a pedestrian crossing installed at the 
very busy Claremorris to Castlebar road. 
The third  aspect focuses on Balla’s market square. It is 
the focal point  of what was once regarded as one of 
the best market towns in the region but has now fallen 
into a state of disrepair. The club want to restore the 
square to its original glory and will be lobbying Mayo 
County Council to pursue the project. 
And road safety is once again a feature for the club as 
it goes about implementing the fourth point of its plan. 
On Saturday, July 23rd, the club will be involved in the 
organisation of the annual Balla 10km run/walk. It is 
working with Noel Gibbons, Road Safety Officer with 
Mayo County Council, to create awareness of road 
safety for the pedestrians and joggers who will be    
participating in the event, with every entrant receiving a       
high-visibility vest from Balla No Name Club.  
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Ballina No Name Club has been participating in a 
mental health programme that takes a positive   
approach to the promotion of emotional and     
mental health among young people. 
The Mind Out Programme is run over twelve            
sessions and helps teenagers  view mental health 
as a resource for everyday living. It works with 
young people to help them cope with life’s stress-
es and ups and downs.  
 

Areas it covers include:  
· expressing feelings 
· ways of coping 
· gender indifferences in coping  
· behaviour 
· the importance of social support 
· dealing with rejection and depression 
· positive self-talk 
· seeking help. 
 

The Ballina club is participating in the programme 
as part of the No Name Club’s National Health 
Project is asking the hosts and hostesses who 
are taking part what’s  their “five a day for mental 
health and wellbeing”.  
Following on from the programme, the club                                         
will work on a project to depict to the community 
how to look after your mental health and view it 
as a resource to be taken care of in a similar way 
to your physical health.  

Castleknock/Clonsilla Bloom at Garden Festival 
Ireland’s largest garden festival has once again benefitted from the services of Castleknock/Clonsilla 
No Name Club.   Bloom 2011 ran from June 2nd – June 6th and saw hosts and hostesses from the 
Dublin Club running the festival’s plant tent for the fourth year running.   People who purchased 
goods at the garden, food and family event could leave their purchases safe in the hands of the club 
members who were running the plant tent and then return to them as they were leaving. Indeed, they 
were also offered a helping hand out with the goods they’d bought.  
Clubs around the country frequently take up opportunities to support events at local and national   
level and this is a great way of providing their club members with experience of running events and 
working with people.

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Issues surrounding drug 
and  alcohol awareness, 
substance misuse, road 
safety, bullying and anti-
social behaviour were    
discussed at the No Name 
Club Regional Conference 
2011. Representatives from 
the An GardaSíochána, 
HSE and the Road Safety  
Authority engaged with the 
teenage members at the 
event in The Garda College, 
Templemore, on   Saturday 
February 19th.                
An Garda Síochána and HSE 
facilitated workshops on drug 

and alcohol awareness, sub-
stance misuse, unsocial behav-
iour and mental awareness.   Mr 
Noel Brett, CEO of the Road 
Safety Authority, spoke to the 
young people and urged them to 
think about their   behaviour 
when using the roads. He       
referred to the high number of    
fatalities among people under 25 
years of age, describing the      
devastation each death causes. 

Dr Brendan Byrne, an author of 
three books on the subject of         
bullying, spoke on the need for the 
issue to be confronted, saying          
“ silence allows people to suffer”. 

“As an organisation, No Name Club  
believes  it is crucial to engage with    

teenagers on health-related issues to 
advise, support and listen to them.”  
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Kilbride No Name Club are reeling in the years on the No Name          
Club website. The Roscommon club is using its club page to                 
feature pictures of events it has been involved with through the          
years. It is allowing people to see names and faces from the                 
past  and view how people have changed over the years.                      
Pictures going back to the National Youth Awards in                               
2005, a visit to Lough Key Forest Park in 2007 and                                  
ice skating in Liffey Valley in 2008 are among                                         
those that can be viewed.  

An Garda Síochána offers     
opportunities for clubs to honour 
their hostesses and hosts. The 
Garda Youth Achievement 
Awards reward young people 
for their good behaviour and 
achievements. The awards are 
advertised in local media circles 
and encourage people to put      
forward young people who 
might be considered for     
recognition.
